Christiana is currently in the headlines as the recommended location of the proposed Southern New Castle County Medical Center, including a 150-bed hospital.  A recent report submitted by Elmer Kleppinger, executive director of the proposed center, advocates a site “in an open field” with plenty of parking space, which will divert a sizable volume of traffic from congested highways and city streets,


The choice of the Christiana area was arrived at with four main considerations in mind: Population in the nine hundred of Christiana, Mill Creek, White Clay Creek, New Castle, Pencader, Red Lion, St. Georges, Appoquinimink, and Blackbird; medical talent and facilities serving the area; traffic and geography; and civil defense, emergency and disaster situations.


The pretty hills and woods of this area take on a sinister aspect as viewed in the realistic summary survey.  This section has hills higher than the proposed buildings which would baffle shock waves from an explosion, and woods would filter radiation, thus providing the “most logical spot to put the medical center.”  No definite site has been announced as yet.
