Christiana is a village of 600 inhabitants, pleasantly situated on the banks of the Christiana river, and in White Clay Creek Hundred, and 9 miles to the south-southwest of Wilmington.  Its railroad communication is by the P. B. & W. railroad, the nearest station on which is Stanton, 2 ½ mils distant, and also the Delaware branch railroad at Bear station, which is about the same distance.  Good water communication is also furnished by the Christiana river, which is navigable for vessels of moderate drought, and which would be greatly improved by a little money spent on dredging, for which it is probably Congress will make an appropriation this session. The population is principally engaged in agricultural pursuits and some mercantile industries, and is decidedly lacking manufacturing interests, for which a good location and every advantage of transportation etc., is offered, and any energetic person who would establish a canning factory, machine shop, rolling mill or other manufacturing business here, would [84] be certain to succeed.  Two churches, Presbyterian and Methodist, and three school are located here.
