William Battell, Admin. of all which were of Nicholas Callender of New Castle, deceased, who dyed interstate, for the sum of 18 pounds, sold unto Peter Dollan of same Co., yeoman, a parcel of ground situate on the south side of Christiana Bridge in said Co. It begins at a stake some distance from the door of John Lewden Sr’s dwelling house, down line to said Lewden's then house, and contains 1 ¼ acres 25 perches. Together with buildings etc. This is whereas said Callender at the time of his death was indebted to said Wm Battell and to divers others in sundry sums of money -- more than all the personal Estate of said Callender which came into custody of said Battell. (Deed Book I1, Page 451).  29 July 1731. Francis Land of Christeen Creek in Co. of New Castle, yeoman, send Greetings. Whereas there is a tract of land situate on the north side of Christeen Creek near the bridge, containing 76 acres. This tract was taken in Execution from Ann Letort by George Dakeyn, Coroner of said County, by Deed Poll from said Dakeyn dated 17 May 1711. It was assigned over unto John Ogle, late of said County, deceased. Then said Ogle by indenture dated 15 Feb 1717 did confirm same unto aforesaid Francis Land -- all this land, except 11 acres sold by said Ogle to Alex. It is 100 feet front on said creek and 6 miles in length. This is whereas William Penn by Warrant dated 5th day 5th month 1683, directed Thomas Pierson, then County Surveyor, to lay a tract of land called Eagles Point, unto John Ogle Sr., deceased. It was situate on the north side of Christiana Bridge and contained 5 acres. Said Ogle conveyed said land and premises in 1696 unto John Latham; likewise Aaron Latham, son and heir, conveyed the same unto Anna Letort by deed, dated 21 Oct 1706. Rees Jones of Christiana Bridge in County of New Castle surgeon, and Sarah his wife, for the sum of 60 pounds, sold unto Benjamin Cook of the same place, merchant, a comer lott now in the actual possession of said Cook, situated on N. side of said bridge. It bounds the garden poles of Lewis Howell. This is part of a larger tract of 75 acres that William Penn by his Warrant dated 5th day 5th month 1683, directed to Thomas Pierson (then Surveyor) to lay out unto John Ogle Senr. It was called Eagles Point and was situate on Christiana Creek.  Said Ogle conveyed same in 1696 unto John Latham, his son & heir Aaron Lathom conveyed the same land unto Anne Margaret Sotort by Deed dated 21 October 1706.  Then said Sotort was in Court for non-payment of a debt then due to John French, then Sheriff of said County. It bounds the lands of Robert Miller, John Ferry and John Harris and contains 2 ½ acres. Also one other lott situate by Christiana Bridge, bounding lands of said Ferry and containing half an acre. It bounds the lands of Robert Miller, John Ferry and John Harris. Also another ½ acre attached. These 3 acres were sold by John Ogle by Deed dated 17 May 1712 unto Nathaniel Pope, cordwainer, of said County.  Then from Pope by Deed dated 18 Aug 1726 unto Benjamin Burleigh, and from him unto aforesaid James James junr.  Signed: James James junr., Frances James. Wit: Ben. (Deed Book L1, Page 120)  Judgement. 19 May 1737. Henry Newton, Sheriff of Co. of New Castle send Greetings. Whereas William Patterson of said County, yeoman, lately in Court before Justices recovered against Nicholas Hayman of said Co. a debt of 111 pounds and damages. Sheriff ordered to seize lands and tenements of said Hayman.  Seized and taken in execution was the plantation whereon said Hayman dwelt, containing 150 acres of land together with houses and wharves and other improvements. Aforesaid sheriff for the sum of 170 pounds sold property unto John Read, merchant of said County as the highest bidder at the publick Auction.  Property bounds the land claimed by Abraham Buckley, but of late found to be vacant land, and land late of James Waters and Jeremiah Heruan, land near Paul Garretson's old house, and land late of Col. Simon Parsons of New Castle Hundred & County, Executor of the Last Will and Testament of William Parsons, his late father deed., for the sum of 30 pounds, sold unto William Patterson of White Clay Creek Hundred in the said County, a tract of land and premises containing 30 acres, situate near the main road leading from Christiana Bridge to Nottingham in said Co. It bounds the lands of Doctor Jones, Andrew Murphews, Robert Black's late dwelling house, James Craford and John Read. This is part of a tract of 300 acres that was surveyed for aforesaid William Parsons by order dated 1 June 1720 to George Dakeyne, surveyor. This is whereas James Steel of Philadelphia by his Warrant dated 24th 3rd Month 1720, directed to said Dakeyne, to lay out for said Parsons a piece of vacant land near Christiana where Nathaniel Pope and John Ogle made a small improvement hereon.
